Phonics Terminology
You may hear your children say....

-phonics — The teaching of reading by developing awareness of the
sounds in words and the corresponding letters used to represent those
sounds.

-phoneme - Any one of the 44 sounds which make up words in the
English language.

-grapheme — How a phoneme is written down. There can be more than
one way to spell a phoneme.

-blending — Putting together the sounds in a word in order to read it,
eg.

f-r—o-g,frog’

-segmenting — Breaking a word into sounds in order to spell

them, e.g. frog, f—-r—-o-g” o

How we teach phonics

Daily short sessions: -

* Nursery begin with Foundations for §5S
Phonics where the children listen to aad
lots of vocabulary rich stories, sing
lots of rhymes, hear initial sounds in
words and begin to orally blend and
segment

* Reception begin at Phase 2, then into
Phase 3 and 4

* Year 1 begin revising Phase 3, then
teach Phases 4 and 5 L

* Year 2 revisit Phase 5,embed the

sounds and work on spelling patterns
